A The Antiarrhythmics Versus
Implantable Defibrillators Trial

A 1016 patients from 56 world centers
with either resuscitated from SCD or
had symptomatic VT with LVEF
<0.40.

A Randomized to ICD or drug (97%
Amiodarone) therapy

A Primary end point was total mortality
A Mean follow-up was 18.2 months
